Statement from Steve Burgess:

The Council’s forward planning team is currently finalising a programme to develop the Core Strategy for the County. This is a major strategic planning strategy which will take forward development beyond the current UDP period (2010) to 2026, identifying preferred options for housing, employment land and significant infrastructure.

The programme will include comprehensive proposals for stakeholder’s consultation to take place during 2007 and ongoing up until adoption in 2010. Given the importance of transport infrastructure to the deliverability of future development it is felt that the next transport consultation event needs to form a key component of the Core Strategy consultation process. Hence, it is proposed to defer proposals for a transport conference in favour of a more focussed consultation with stakeholders which will help inform the strategic development of transport infrastructure as part of the Core Strategy. An update of the consultation programme for the Core Strategy will be circulated to members when it has been finalised.
