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Attached is the latest Cycle Schemes update including details of this year’s programme of works.

Main highlights in Hereford relate to work on site starting on the Holmer Road and Yazor Road schemes.

Also attached is a schemes update for Pedestrian and Access schemes. Developments include the Aylestone Hill crossing and Grandstand Road amongst others. 

Belmont Tesco’s roundabout on the A465. The A465 has now been de-trunked and is therefore now the responsibility of Herefordshire Council. We await details of proposals to take this scheme further.

On Connect2, Sustrans have now finalised their agreement with BIG lottery fund for the £50m and have sent us a draft Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) for Hereford’s £350,000. Match funding from our Capital Programme has been approved.
