FULL TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF ENTRY

These terms and conditions and any other information detailing how to enter the Competition are the Rules (the “Rules”) of the ‘Celebrating Herefordshire and Great Britain in 2012’ (the “Competition”). By entering into this Competition the entrant agrees that they have read the Rules and will be bound by them.

The Competition is organised by ‘Herefordshire – Raising Our Game’ a partnership of stakeholder organisations across Herefordshire.(the “Organiser”).

The Rules will be governed by English Law and any disputes will be subject to the exclusive jurisdiction of the English Courts. In the event of a dispute regarding the Rules or the results of the Competition, the decision of the judges is final and no correspondence or discussion will be entered into.

The Organiser reserves the right to suspend, change or cancel the Competition at any time in circumstances outside the Organiser’s control, which in the opinion of the Organiser makes it necessary to suspend, change or cancel the Competition.

General Guidelines

-All images submitted must be the work of the individual submitting them.
-Submissions must be graphic works i.e. paintings, drawings, photography, computer generated etc.
-Submissions must be suitable for a family audience and for public display
-There are no restrictions on the choice of technique, however images must be One/two Dimensional i.e. flat to the surface. 
-Submissions must be equivalent in size to A3 or A4 sized paper or canvas, any work which exceeds the maximum size will be disqualified from the Competition. 
-Submissions must not include excessive writing / text or contain a replication of a recognised logo, brand or symbol i.e. Olympic Rings, London 2012 logo, etc.
-Entrants can submit an entry to either or both themes.

Eligibility
The Competition is open to all Herefordshire residents or those studying in Herefordshire.
There is no age limit for artists. However the entrant warrants that he/she is aged 18 or over, or if the entrant is under 18 that his/her parents/guardian have consented to their entry into the Competition and these Rules by ticking where indicated on the registration form.

All images submitted must be the work of the individual submitting them. The entrant warrants that the image they submit is their own work and that they own the copyright in it free from all liens, charges and encumbrances.

The copyright of all the images submitted for this Competition remains with the respective entrants. However, in consideration of the Organiser providing the Competition, entrants agree to allow the Organiser use of the digital image of the work for publicity and promotion following the competition, both on the internet and on printed materials.

Winning entry details

Between 16th & 20th April 2012 a panel of Judges will award prizes to the works they feel to be the best in the competition. A press launch will be organised following this. 

The winning piece or pieces of work may be incorporated into a design that will form part of the decorations to celebrate major events occurring in Herefordshire in 2012 and in the future. 

A selection of short listed pieces may also be displayed as part of these celebrations and be displayed in Hereford City Museum and other prominent venues across the county.  Winners and pieces that will be displayed will be notified by 20th April.
Artists agree that their work may need to be manipulated or amended to enable it to be displayed on ‘decoration’ type material such as banners, bunting, etc, or to ensure it complies with appropriate guidelines.
