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CONDITIONS RELATING TO AN ESTABLISHMENT BREEDING DOGS

The following conditions are attached to dog breeding establishment’s licence issued by the Head of Environmental Health and Trading Standards on behalf of Herefordshire Council (the ‘licensing authority’).  These conditions refer to ‘kennels’ which, for the purposes of these conditions means areas for sleeping and individual exercise areas.

All conditions must be complied with fully and to the satisfaction of the licensing authority.  Failure to comply with any condition is failure to comply with the licence and may result in prosecution and revocation of the licence.

1.0
 NUMBER OF BREEDING BITCHES PERMITTED

1.1 
The number of breeding bitches accommodated at the establishment at any one time shall not exceed that stipulated in the licence.

2.0
LICENCE DISPLAY

2.1
A copy of the licence and its conditions must be suitably displayed to the public in a prominent position in, on or about the breeding establishment.

3.0
LOCAL AUTHORITY INSPECTION

3.1
The licensee shall permit any officer of the licensing authority and/or veterinary practitioner authorised by them, to enter the premises at all reasonable times and inspect them and any animals found on the establishment.

4.0
REGISTER

4.1 That accurate records in the form prescribed by regulations are kept at the premises and made available for inspection there by any officer of the local authority, or any veterinary surgeon or veterinary practitioner, authorised by the local authority to inspect the premises. (see appendix 1)

4.2 The breeding of dogs (licensing records) Regulations 1999 (SI 1999 No 3192) prescribe the form of records to be kept by licensed breeding establishments.  These records must be accurate and kept on the premises and made available to local authority inspectors or any veterinary surgeon or veterinary practitioner authorised by the local authority (see appendix 2 & 3)

4.3 A record must be kept by every licensed dog breeder for each breeding bitch providing the name of the bitch, date of birth, address where she is kept, breed, description, date of mating and details of sire.  Licensed dog breeders must also keep a record of any litters, including the sex of the puppies, date of birth, weight, description and total number in the litter.  The record must also show the details of sale, namely the date of sale, name and address of who was supplied and the status of the purchaser (i.e. private owner or pet shop).

4.4
The records contained in the Register must be kept available for a minimum of 24 months and kept in such a manner as to enable easy access to such information by an officer of the licensing authority, veterinary surgeon or veterinary practitioner authorised, under Section 2 (1) of the Animal Boarding Establishments Act, 1963.  Where records are computerised a hard copy must be kept.  The register must also be available to members of staff of the establishment at all times.

5.0
SUPERVISION

5.1 A fit and proper person should always be present to exercise supervision and deal with emergencies.

5.2
Dogs must be checked on regularly throughout the day.

6.0
ACCOMMODATION

6.1
Dogs will at all times be kept in accommodation suitable as respects construction, size of quarters, numbers of occupants, exercising facilities, temperature, lighting, ventilation and cleanliness.

6.2
Where dogs are maintained in cages, these must be of sufficient size for the dog to lie down, stand up and turn around comfortably, and allow the dog to defecate away from the sleeping area.

6.3
Cages should be used principally for sleeping quarters and animals should not be confined to them for long periods of the day.  Consideration must be given to the likely maximum litter size, and the suitability of such accommodation.

7.0
TEMPERATURE, VENTILATION AND LIGHTING

7.1
There must be some part of the sleeping area where the dog is able to enjoy a minimum temperature of 10(C (50(F) and a maximum temperature of 26(C (79(F).

7.2 During daylight hours, light must be provided to exercise and sleeping areas so that all pats are clearly visible.  Where practicable this should be natural light.

7.3
Ventilation must be provided to all interior areas without the creation of excessive localised draughts in the bedding area.

8.0 
EXERCISE FACILITIES
8.1 When exercise facilities are used and/or dogs are exercised ‘off-lead’, the licensee shall ensure that the safety, security and welfare of dogs is maintained at all times.

8.2 All dogs must have regular exercise appropriate to their breed and condition.

9.0
CLEANLINESS

9.1
Facilities must be provided for the proper reception, storage and disposal of all waste.  Particular care should be taken to segregate clinical waste arising from the treatment and handling of dogs with infectious diseases.

9.2
Exceta and soiled bedding must be removed from the premises on a regular basis, at least weekly disposed of to the satisfaction of the appropriate local authority, and in accordance with current regulations and good waste management practice.  

10.0
FOOD AND WATER SUPPLIES

10.1
All dogs must be adequately supplied with suitable food.  Wholesome drinking water must be available at all times and changed daily.

10.2
Eating and drinking vessels must be capable of being easily cleansed and disinfected to prevent cross-contamination.  They must be maintained in a clean condition.

10.3
Eating vessels must be cleansed after each meal.

10.4
Drinking vessels must be cleansed at least once daily.

11.0
KITCHEN FACILITIES

11.1
Food storage and preparation areas must be hygienically constructed and be kept clean.

11.2
Where fresh and cooked meats are stored, refrigeration facilities must be provided, and food contamination must be avoided.

11.3
A sink with hot and cold water must be provided for the washing of food equipment and eating and drinking vessels.  A wash-hand basin with hot and cold water must also be provided.

11.4
Containers must be provided for the storage of foods and shall be so constructed and kept in such good order, repair and condition as to be proof against insects and other pests.

12.0
DISEASE CONTROL & VACCINATION

12.1
Adequate precautions must be taken to prevent and control the spread of infectious and contagious disease and parasites amongst dogs, staff and visitors.

12.2
Dogs must be accompanied by an up-to-date record of vaccination against Canine distemper, Infectious canine hepatitis, Canine parvovirus and leptospirosis. This record of vaccination must be kept on-site throughout the period that the dog is resident.  Evidence of recent broad spectrum de-worming must be provided in respect of dogs, veterinary advice must be sought concerning vaccination for breeding bitches. 

12.3
Isolation facilities must be in compliance with other licence conditions but must be physically isolated from other dogs at a distance f at least 5m (15ft).

12.4
The licensee must ensure that persons wash their hands after leaving the isolation facilities before handling other dogs.

12.5
Measures must be taken to keep the establishments free of rodents, insects and other pests, and dog free of external parasites.

12.6
Where appropriate, immediate advice from A veterinary surgeon must be sought in case of signs of disease, injury or illness.  Where any dog is sick or injured any instructions for its treatment, which have been given by a veterinary surgeon must be strictly followed.

12.7
An appropriately, well-stocked first-aid kit suitable for use on dogs and puppies must be available and accessible on site.

13.0
FIRE PRECAUTIONS

13.1
That all appropriate steps will be taken for the protection of the dogs in case of fire or other emergency.

14.0 HEALTH AND WELFARE OF THE BREEDING BITCH

14.1 Bitches must not be mated under to age of one year.

14.2 Bitches must not give birth to more than six litters of puppies.

14.3 
Bitches who have reached the age of eight years must not be mated?

14.4
Bitches must not give birth to puppies before the end of the period of twelve months beginning with the day on which they last gave birth to puppies.



15.0 TRANSPORT

15.1
All appropriate steps will be taken to secure that the dogs will be provided with suitable food, drink and bedding material and adequately exercised when being transported to or from the breeding establishment.
