INTRODUCTION" \l1 
introduction
1.1 On 1 October 2009 the County of Herefordshire District Council ("the Council") resolved to make a compulsory purchase order for the acquisition of land and new easements and rights of access over land at Credenhill, Hereford, for a flood alleviation scheme; the County of Herefordshire District Council (Yazor Brook Flood Alleviation Scheme) Compulsory Purchase Order 2010 ("the Order") The flood alleviation works are needed to facilitate the carrying out of development, re-development or improvement of the Order Land for the provision of the Yazor Brook flood alleviation scheme which will allow the regeneration of the Edgar Street Grid area in Hereford, to include a new Link Road, and the provision of a retail Quarter and an Urban Village and the associated infrastructure on the said land and other land.  

1.2 The flood alleviation works (the "Flood Alleviation Works") will divert flood waters from Yazor Brook at Credenhill, by means of:
1.2.1 An off-take weir on the south side of the Yazor Brook, within land owned by Credenhill Parish Council, as the brook flows eastwards after passing through a culvert under the Station Approach embankment.  This is augmented by a downstream flume/weir, and a fish refuge arrangement on the opposite bank.  

1.2.2 From there, flood waters will flow through a culvert across land at Magna Castra Farm and neighbouring land owned by the National Trust, into the River Wye floodplain to the south. 

1.3 Full details of the land and new easements and rights over the land proposed to be compulsorily acquired pursuant to the Order ("the Order Land") appear in the Schedule to the Order and have been summarised in Section 2 of this statement: 
1.4 The Order has been made pursuant to Section 226(1)(a) of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990 ("1990 Act") and section 13 Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1976 (the "1976 Act") and the Acquisition of Land Act 1981 for the acquisition of land, new easements and rights of access in the land within the area shown coloured pink and blue respectively on the Order Map, for the purpose of facilitating the carrying out of development, re-development or improvement of the land for the provision of the Yazor Brook flood alleviation scheme. The Flood Alleviation Works are an integral part of the proposals for regeneration of the ESG Area which comprise the ESG scheme ("ESG Scheme"). The Order has been made for the purposes of facilitating the regeneration of the ESG Area, to include a new highway, the provision of a Retail Quarter, an Urban Village and the associated infrastructure. The regeneration of the Area is provided for within the Council's adopted development plan policies, and is also in accordance with regional planning policy.  
1.5 The Council is seeking to assemble in its ownership the land and new easements and rights included in the Order to facilitate and enable the development of the Order Land for the provision of Flood Alleviation Works. 

1.6 The Flood Alleviation Works are considered to be the most viable option for both cost and technical reasons.  The ESG Scheme is an important part of the Council's regeneration proposals for the area and further details of the ESG Scheme are given at section 6.  Supporting planning policy is discussed further at section 7. 

1.7 The Order has been made and will be submitted to The Secretary of State for Communities and Local Government ("the Secretary of State") for confirmation pursuant to the above Acts. 

1.8 Implementation of the Flood Alleviation Works requires the acquisition of land and new easements and rights of access. The Council has given careful consideration to the reasons why it is necessary to make the Order in pursuance of its statutory powers, and freehold owners, lessees and occupiers affected by the Order have been invited to enter into discussions with the Council with a view to agreeing appropriate terms for payment of compensation. These discussions continue. The Council has sought to notify all those who have an acquirable interest within the Order area.  It is clear, however, that if implementation of the scheme for the ESG Area is to be achieved within a realistic timescale then compulsory purchase powers must be employed. The ODPM Circular 06/04 advises that it is often sensible for the formal CPO process to be initiated in parallel with negotiations to acquire the Order Land and new easements and rights.  

1.9 The Council recognises that a compulsory purchase order can only be made if there is a compelling case in the public interest (paragraph 17 of ODPM Circular 06/04 refers).  It is considered that a compelling case exists here. 

1.10 The Council has consequently made the Order to secure the land and new easements and rights required to enable implementation of the Flood Alleviation Works necessary to achieve the Council's adopted policy objectives and meet identified need.  Discussions will however continue with owners of relevant interests who are willing to sell their land and/or grant an easement and new rights by agreement at market value in accordance with the compulsory purchase compensation code, with a view to limiting the number of interests which need to be acquired compulsorily.  The approach adopted by the Council is in accordance with the advice contained within ODPM circular 06/2004. 

1.11 On confirmation of the Order, the Council intends to serve a Notice (or Notices) to Treat or execute a general vesting declaration, in order to secure unencumbered title of the Order Land.  

1.12 The Order seeks to acquire land new easements and new rights of access in, under, over and on the Order Land. 
1.13 This is a non-statutory statement provided in compliance with paragraph 35 of ODPM Circular 06/2004.
2. 2  TC "
DESCRIPTION OF ORDER LANDS AND THEIR CONDITION" \l1 
Description of order lands and their condition
2.1 The Order Land comprises approximately 11.22 hectares and is situated at Credenhill, Hereford.  

2.2 Full details of the Order Land appear in the Schedule to the Order but in summary it includes part of the agricultural land known as Mill Farm and footpath and waterway, part of the amenity land and waterway bank to the North of Credenhill Community Centre, part of the access road and car park to the north and east of the Credenhill Community Centre, part of the land to the east of Magna Castra Farm and south of Crendenhill Community Centre, part of the public footpath known as Roman Road situated east of Magna Castra Farm, agricultural land situated to the west f Brockhall Gravel Pit and north of the A438/King's Acre Road, agricultural land and footpath situated to the south west of Brockhall Gravel Pit and north of the A438/King's Acre Road, part of the public adopted highway known as the A438/King's Acre Road situated to the south of Sugwas Pool and north of the River Wye and agricultural land to the north and west of Weir Cliff and part of the property known as The Old Weir, situated to the north of the River Wye and south of the A438/King's Acre Road and half width of the River Wye.
2.3 Details of known interests and rights to be acquired are listed in the Schedule to the Order.  This Schedule has been prepared based upon information gathered through inspection of Land Registry title documents, site inspections and enquiries, and the responses to the notices issued under Section 16 of the Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1976.   

2.4 The off take will be set against the north side of Credenhill Parish Council's Community Centre car park, under which the first part of the pipeline is buried.  The remaining structures and diversion pipe are set within farm or meadow land.

EXPLANATION OF THE USE OF ENABLING POWERS" \l1 
Explanation of the use of enabling powers
3.1 The use of compulsory powers in section 226(1)(a) of the 1990 Act enables the compulsory acquisition of land as specified in the Order and section 13 of the 1976 Act enables the compulsory acquisition of any new rights over land as specified in the order to compulsorily acquire the new rights.  

3.2 The Council believes that the acquisition of land and new rights will allow the redevelopment of the Order Land for the Flood Alleviation Works, and that it will facilitate the delivery of the ESG Scheme by allowing the construction of the Link Road, and the redevelopment of the existing flood plain within the ESG Area. The ESG Scheme will result in an improvement to the environmental, social and economic well being of the authority's area.  ODPM Circular 06/2004 provides guidance to acquiring authorities on the use of compulsory purchase powers and the Council has taken full account of this guidance in making this Order.  

3.3 The Council is utilising its powers under section 226(1)(a) of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990 and section 13 Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1976 because it is not certain it will be able to acquire the land and new easements and rights by agreement although efforts will continue in parallel with this process.   
4. 4  TC "
THE PURPOSE OF THE ORDER AND THE NEED TO USE CPO POWERS" \l1 
the Purpose of the Order and the need to use cpo powers
4.1 The redevelopment of the Order Land and the ESG Scheme is needed as Hereford's traditional role as a pre-eminent centre in the sub-region is showing signs of failure, evidenced in such trends as the leakage of retail spend to other competing towns and cities and the loss of young people to pursue educational and career opportunities elsewhere. The ESG Scheme aims to stem this decline by undertaking the following:
4.1.1 creating new shopping, leisure, tourism, employment, housing, educational and other opportunities; 
4.1.2 responding positively to the Growth Point status awarded to Hereford by Government; and
4.1.3 promoting sustainable development which is sympathetically integrated into the historic fabric of Hereford.  

4.2 A significant part of the ESG Scheme within Hereford is required to be undertaken within the flood plain of Widemarsh Brook, which itself sources from a bifurcation off Yazor Brook upstream of the development area.  National planning policy in PPS25, effectively prevents the delivery if the ESG Scheme within the ESG Area unless the level of flood risk can be removed or significantly reduced. 
4.3 The Flood Alleviation Works forms the first of a two-part strategy for the removal of the required flood water. The strategy was adopted following a detailed study of the Widemarsh Brook/Yazor Brook, undertaken progressively upstream from their respective discharge points into the River Wye.  The significantly larger measures identified upstream of Hereford comprising the Flood Alleviation Works have been designated as the strategic measures due to their magnitude in comparison with those identified within the city.  The Flood Alleviation Works have been designed to divert a significant proportion of the upstream floodwater direct to the River Wye, with the balance together with the residual catchment surface water being managed under a number of measures potentially to be undertaken within the ESG Area as part of the Urban Village process. 
4.4 The strategic options that have been considered for providing the flood alleviation works needed for the ESG Scheme are as follows:

4.4.1 Option A - the diversion of floodwaters from Credenhill to the River Wye. 
4.4.2 Option B - the storage of flood water in the Quarry near Stretton Sugwas; 

4.4.3 Option C - the construction of a flood storage lake pond at the new Livestock Market, on Roman Road;
4.4.4 Option D - the adoption of an adaptive approach, whereby flood management solutions would be delivered in a staged manner as the understanding of flooding and data collection improves;

4.4.5 Option E -the use of the Herefordshire and Gloucestershire Canal for flood storage, following the completion of restoration proposals forming part of the overall ESG scheme; and

4.4.6 Option F – the construction of flood storage areas in upstream areas of the Brook catchment.
4.5 Of these options, the preferred option is for the diversion of flood waters over land from Credenhill to the River Wye. This is the most viable and effective option for the flood alleviation works for both cost and technical reasons.  A key aspect of the decision making for that is the high level of operational surety the preferred scheme has in dealing with successive number of flooding events than the other options, which favour storage rather than diversion. Further option D was discounted on a number of grounds, including the lack of compliance with Government planning guidance, Option E was discounted as being unable to provide the required level of flood mitigation, and Option F was discounted due to environmental and landscape impact factors, delivery and surety of operation.
4.6 The Order will assist the Council in achieving its regeneration objectives for the ESG Area within a realistic timescale. Although reasonable efforts have been made, and will continue to be made, to acquire the necessary land and new rights by private treaty in order to be able to carry out the Flood Alleviation Works, it is clear that the Order is required to ensure that there is sufficient certainty that it can come forward within a reasonable time period. Compulsory purchase will enable the redevelopment to take place in a timely fashion in order to derive the wider public benefits that the Flood Alleviation Works will also secure and provide certainty for programming and the realisation of the Council's policy objectives. It is therefore considered that compulsory purchase is not only necessary but also justifiable in the public interest. 
4.7 The Council is using its power of compulsory purchase contained in s226(1)(a) of the Town and Country Planning Act and section 13 Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1976 because the acquisition of the land and new rights are required for the carrying out of development, re-development or improvement of the order Land for the provision of the Yazor brook flood alleviation scheme.
4.8 This will facilitate the comprehensive re-development of the ESG Area, and so facilitate the ESG scheme.  These proposals would, in the opinion of the Council, meet its planning policy objectives within a realistic timescale. 

4.9 The ESG scheme (as described below in section 6) has been identified by the Council as the best means by which to meet the Council's adopted planning objectives for the ESG Area.  

4.10 The Order Land comprises an important part of a comprehensive regeneration programme of off-site works needed for the redevelopment of the ESG Area, designed to transform the area by improving the physical environment and the economic well being of its residents.  

4.11 The Council is promoting the Order in partnership with the Regional Development Agency, Advantage West Midlands, and ESG Herefordshire Limited.  The purpose of ESG Herefordshire Limited is the development and implementation of regeneration proposals for the ESG Area.   
5. 5  TC "
BACKGROUND TO THE ESG SCHEME" \l1 
Background to the ESG Scheme
5.1 The aims of the ESG Scheme, as outlined in the Site Wide Strategy for the ESG Area  are as follows: 
5.1.1 To establish an expanded city centre boundary to include parts of the ESG Area, opening up the opportunity for the ESG Scheme to provide for new development to meet modern needs in a way which complements the historic city centre, so reinforcing its vitality and protecting its quality.     
5.1.2 Enabling high quality pedestrian linkages within the ESG Area and beyond, particularly to the historic city centre and through to the railway station.  

5.1.3 Providing a sustainable residential environment, the Urban Village, including provision for the terminus of the Herefordshire and Gloucestershire Canal.
5.1.4 Fostering a range of employment opportunities including public services, professional offices and other forms of business enterprise appropriate to the ESG Area, including through the creation and facilitating of opportunity sites for major investment.
5.1.5 Promoting the better utilisation of vacant and under-used land. 
5.1.6 Providing enabling infrastructure to address flooding and transport issues.
5.1.7 Enabling sustainable travel modes throughout the ESG Area, which will also benefit the wider City.  
5.1.8 Integrating the ESG Area more effectively within the context provided by surrounding land uses, including with adjoining land uses such as the Courtyard Centre for the Arts, and particularly to break down the barrier between the city centre and the ESG Area.
5.1.9 Providing new public open space. 
5.1.10 Celebrating historic assets within the ESG Area such as the listed Railway Station or the Blackfriars Monastery scheduled ancient monument. 
5.1.11 Providing adequate car parking for new uses and to serve the city centre.
5.1.12 Reinforcing key vistas and views from the ESG Area to other landmarks within the city centre. 

5.2 As part of the ESG Scheme, the Flood Alleviation Works at Credenhill will be required to provide flood relief to the ESG Area.  The Flood Alleviation Works are required to enable the construction of the Urban Village and the Link Road and indirectly for the development of the former Livestock Market site which is in part dependent on the completion of the Link road, and which will form part of the proposed Retail Quarter.  The ESG Scheme also supports the wider growth of Hereford through removal of essential infrastructure and existing domestic/business premises from the functional floodplain. 
6. 6  TC "
DESCRIPTION OF THE ESG SCHEME" \l1 
Description of the esg scheme
6.1 The Scheme for the regeneration of the ESG Area embraces both land within the ESG Area itself and other land where enabling works and relocation venues are required. The Flood Alleviation Works are a key off-site enabling provision, along with:
6.1.1 Relocation of Hereford Livestock Market, providing a replacement venue for the Market to meet modern standards and allow the current site within the ESG Area to be redeveloped as the Retail Quarter; and
6.1.2 Business relocations – enabling opportunities for the relocation of existing businesses currently trading within the ESG Area. 
6.2 The main elements within the ESG Area are: 
6.2.1 Infrastructure enabling works, including the Link Road through the northern part of the ESG Area and further highway and flood alleviation works; 
6.2.2 the redevelopment of the Livestock Market site to form the Retail Quarter – comprising Class A1 retail including department store, foodstore and other comparison retail, cinema and associated food and drink within Classes A3 and A4, hotel, multi storey car park and community space;
6.2.3 the Urban Village, comprising residential (up to approximately 1,000 units) and community uses; 
6.2.4 the New Area, comprising residential, Class A1 retail, Class A3, A4 and A5 food and drink, Class B1 Business, a public service access point and a library; and 
6.2.5 the Transport Hub, providing a transport interchange across transport modes and situated at the railway station. 
7. 7  TC "
PLANNING POLICY" \l1 
Planning POlicy 
7.1 The redevelopment proposed is in  line with National, Regional and Local Policies 
7.2 The planning policy framework for the regeneration of the Edgar Street Grid is provided by the West Midlands Regional Spatial Strategy 2008, which is currently undergoing a partial review, and the Hereford Unitary Development Plan, which was adopted in 2007.  These Plans form the Development Plan for the County.

7.3 Local Planning Policies - Herefordshire Unitary Development Plan (UDP, adopted March 2007)

7.3.1 The UDP supports a comprehensive approach to the regeneration of the ESG Area in order to develop an under-utilised area of land, strengthen the role of Hereford as a shopping centre and ensure that the city plays a full role in the wider rural economy.  

7.3.2 The Plan was prepared under the 1999 Development Plan Regulations (SI 1999 No. 3280) and followed the two-stage deposit process.  A Public Inquiry was held into objections in 2005.
7.3.3 The UDP’s proposals take forward a Regeneration Framework for the ESG Area, prepared for the Council and Advantage West Midlands in 2003.  This sets a long term regeneration programme which aims to integrate the ESG Area within the city centre, stimulate a new civic and cultural presence, enhance Hereford’s retail, leisure and tourism offer, and facilitate city living through the establishment of a vibrant and high quality location.   
7.3.4 The UDP contains inter-linked planning policies which provide the framework for the progression of the ESG Scheme.  The following policies make specific proposals for land within the ESG Area and set out the key provisions: 
(a) TCR1, Central Shopping and Commercial Areas, which extends the city centre boundary as defined for planning purposes to the north, to Blackfriars Street and Coningsby Street, to include the Livestock Market and other land within the ESG Area; and states that the central shopping and commercial area of Hereford will be retained as the prime focus for retail, leisure and commercial activity to ensure the continued vitality and viability of the city centre.  
(b) TCR19, Hereford Livestock Market - relocation, sets out the criteria by which proposals for a relocated Hereford Livestock Market are to be judged. The relocation of the Livestock Market away from the ESG area will allow the redevelopment of the site as the Retail Quarter.  

(c) TCR20, Eign Gate regeneration area, identifies land on the western side of the city centre for Class A1 retail development, and recognises that this provides a major opportunity for development to support the vitality and viability of the city centre.  The Livestock Market site forms a key component of this area, where a comprehensive scheme based on these uses is preferred.  Securing effective pedestrian linkages to the existing city centre to the south is identified as a priority.   

(d) TCR21, Canal basin and historic core, identifies land in the north east of the ESG area for mixed use development incorporating high density housing and other uses including a Canal basin and wharfage. The policy also identifies the need for the provision of a flood alleviation scheme for the ESG Scheme.  

(e) TCR22, Hereford United Football Club /Merton Meadow, providing for development for mixed uses including cultural and leisure, office and residential development.  
(f) TCR23, Civic quarter, providing for development for a range of city centre uses.   All development proposals must ensure that safe, effective and attractive pedestrian links are provided to the city centre and the remainder of the ESG area. 

(g) T7, Cycling, providing for a new cycling route between the Courtyard Centre for the Arts and the railway station as part of the ESG Scheme. 

(h) T10 – Safeguarding of Road Schemes - this policy applies inter alia to the Link Road, safeguarding its route from development which would be likely to prejudice its implementation. 

7.4 Edgar Street Grid Design Framework Supplementary Planning Document (SPD, adopted November 2007)
7.4.1 The SPD provides further detail in respect of the UDP policies for the ESG Area, particularly in respect of the design challenges and opportunities arising. The SPD was prepared in accordance with Herefordshire Council’s policy of how it consults people on planning matters as set out in the Statement of Community Involvement. 

7.4.2 The SPD also provides more detail on the approach to planning obligations, recognising that the ESG Scheme proposals for comprehensive regeneration of the area are likely to involve significant elements of inherent self-mitigation in the form of major infrastructure provision. 
7.5 ESG Masterplan (July 2008) 
7.5.1 The many elements of the ESG Scheme have been drawn together in the ESG Masterplan. This document was commissioned by ESG (Herefordshire) Ltd to take forward the original Regeneration Framework which underpinned the UDP provisions. The Masterplan sets out the full range of proposals for the ESG Area, including the key retail, leisure and residential elements, as well as incorporating more detailed proposals for uses such as higher education.  
7.5.2 In September 2008, the Council endorsed the Masterplan as a basis for the ongoing development of the ESG Area and as a material consideration in the determination of planning applications both within and outside the ESG Area.  

7.6 ESG Site Wide Strategy (October 2009)
7.6.1 A Site Wide Strategy had been prepared by ESG Herefordshire Ltd to provide a context for the delivery of the ESG Scheme through the planning process. The Strategy confirms the scope and constituent elements of the ESG Scheme and describes the proposed planning approach to planning applications, environmental impact assessment and land assembly, including the use of compulsory purchase powers. The Strategy has been endorsed by the Council, Advantage West midlands and development partners.
8. 8  TC "
PLANNING POSITION" \l1 
planning position
8.1 Full planning permission for the Flood Alleviation Works was granted on 11th November 2009 (under ref: DECCE0009/1595/F).   
8.2 The application relates to land between the Yazor Brook, adjacent to Credenhill Community Centre, and the north ban k of the River Wye south of Old Weir Farm.  The proposed development comprises of a flood relief culvert from the Yazor Brook at Credenhill to the River Wye, including an off take weir adjacent to Credenhill Community Centre and an energy dissipation chamber and outfall to the River Wye on land at Old Weir Farm. 

9. 9  TC "
IMPLEMENTATION" \l1 
Implementation
9.1 The Order is being promoted by the Council in order to secure and provide certainty with regard to the acquisition of the land and new rights required for the Flood Alleviation Works.  It is anticipated that further Orders will be required to deliver subsequent parts of the ESG Scheme. 

9.2 The Council will continue to attempt to negotiate the acquisition of all remaining property within the Order Land. 

10. 10  TC "
SPECIAL CONSIDERATIONS AFFECTING THE ORDER SITE" \l1 
special considerations AFFECTING the order site
10.1 The Order Land is not affected by any scheduled ancient monument, listed building or conservation area.  The River Wye SSSI and Special Area of Conservation is within the southern extent of the Order Land.  In addition, positive survey results have been obtained for a number of protected species including kingfisher, bats, otters and great crested newts.  The Roman town of Magnis a scheduled ancient monument, lies 150m to the west of the northern end of the Order Land.  


11. 11  TC "
SPECIAL CATEGORY LAND" \l1 
special category land
11.1 The Order Land includes land owned by the National Trust.  The Council understands that the land is held inalienably by the National Trust.
11.2 Land held inalienably by the National Trust is afforded special protection against compulsory acquisitions pursuant to Section 18 and Schedule 3 (paragraph 5) of the Acquisitions of Land Act 1981.  If the National Trust does object to any CPO affecting inalienable land, and that objection is not withdrawn, the confirmation of that CPO is subject to special parliamentary procedure. 
11.3 The Council has held discussions with the National Trust regarding the acquisition of the new easement and access rights, and these discussion are ongoing, but no agreement as been reached as yet.

VIEW OF GOVERNMENT DEPARTMENTS" \l1 
view of government departments
Environment Agency
12.1 The Flood Alleviation Works have been developed in close consultation with the Environment Agency and the works have the support of the Environment Agency. 
13. 13  TC "
THE CASE FOR ACQUISITION OF INDIVIDUAL INTERESTS AND NEW RIGHTS" \l1 
the case for acquisition of individual interests and new rights 
13.1 As explained in this Statement of Reasons the Council has given careful consideration to the reasons why it is necessary to include the interests and new easements and rights shown on the Order Map.  All freehold owners, lessees and occupiers affected by the proposed compulsory purchase order have been invited to enter into discussions with the Council with a view to agreeing appropriate terms for payment of compensation and, where appropriate, to discuss options for relocation.  

14. HUMAN RIGHTS CONSIDERATIONS AND ANY OTHER CONSIDERATIONS
14.1 The European Court has recognised that "regard must be had to the fair balance that has to be struck between the competing interests of the individual and of the community as a whole".  Both public and private interests are to be taken into account in the exercise of the Council's powers and duties as a local planning authority.  Any interference with a Convention right must be necessary and proportionate.

14.2 The Council is of the view that in pursuing this Order, it has carefully considered the balance to be struck between individual rights and the wider public interest.  Any interference with Convention rights, if there is any, is considered to be justified in order to secure the economic, social, physical and environmental regeneration that the Scheme will bring.  Appropriate compensation will be available to those entitled to claim it under the relevant provisions of the relevant statutory provisions.

14.3 The Council considers that there is a compelling case in the public interest for confirmation of the Order and that the Order, if confirmed, would strike an appropriate balance between public and private interests.  The rights of owners of interests in the Order lands under the Human Rights Act 1998, in particular the rights contained in Article 8 and Article 1 of the First Protocol, have been taken into account by the Council when considering whether to make the Order and when considering the extent of the interests to be comprised in the Order.  In addition, having regard to the provisions of the 1990 Act and the guidance set out in Circular 06/2004, the Council considers that the Order Land is both suitable for and will facilitate the carrying out of development, redevelopment and improvement and will make a positive contribution in the promotion or achievement of the economic, social and environmental wellbeing of its area for the reasons explained in this statement.
