14-19 IAG Policy and Promoting Diplomas
All 14-19 learners are entitled to impartial information, advice and guidance and appropriate support, including financial resources. 
All IAG offered should ensure that
· It is inclusive and fully accessible by all learners
· Learners are clear about the options open to them at Key Stages 4 and 5

· Progression routes are made clear so that learners understand them when they and their parent/carers choose their options 

· The chosen options match their aptitudes and aspirations  

IAG should be made available by
· The school, college or WRL provider that hosts the learner. This guidance will be delivered by a fully qualified staff member who is competent to advise learners across a broad range of needs
· Connexions Personal Advisers.  Learners are entitled to both

· The Connexions Universal Service for all learners 
· The Connexions Targeted Services that are available at the point of need. Targeted services can include referral to specific programmes such as ZigZag, learning programmes for vulnerable learners, mental health, sexual or substance abuse related  services

A full IAG Policy is in development and will be distributed as soon as available. It will include policies on NEET provision and other appropriate guidance. This will promote development in line with the DCSF NEET Strategy and CBI report Towards a NEET Solution.

Promoting Diplomas
Diplomas will be actively promoted as they come on stream in Herefordshire. A best practice programme is in development.
The first diploma will be offered in September 2009 - Business Administration and Finance led by The Hereford Academy, Herefordshire College of Technology, Riverside Training and Hereford Group Training Association.
Promotion will include 

· Year Assemblies for appropriate year groups

· The distribution of ‘Bringing Learning to Life’ DCSF Leaflets

· The production of local leaflets on each Diploma being offered 

· Diploma Open Evenings for learners and parents/carers
· One-to-one and/or group sessions with School IAG Coordinator and/or Connexions PA for those wishing to apply for Diploma

Early in the year when options are being finalised:
· School Options Events 
· Full day taster sessions 

· Individual interviews and assessments

New programmes of IAG for Years 7 and 8 are also being developed to take into account the Raising of The Participation Age.
