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14-19 Plagiarism Policy
The 14-19 Consortium has adopted a policy on plagiarism by learners. 

The Definition
· The representation of another person’s work, without acknowledgement of the source, as one’s own

· The unacknowledged incorporation of material derived from the work (published or otherwise) of another
· Plagiarism may be deliberate or may be unintentional
Examples are
· The unacknowledged inclusion of another person’s work

· The unacknowledged summarising of another person’s work

· The unacknowledged and/or unauthorised use of the ideas of another person
· Copying the work of another person, with or without that person’s knowledge or agreement, and presenting it as one’s own
The source can be printed or written material, a website or another source. 
The Process

In the event of a learner being suspected of plagiarism, the 14-19 Lead and the tutor/s concerned will together investigate the case on an individual basis. An assessment of seriousness of the offence will be agreed.

The following process will be followed by the staff members:

1. A meeting will take place with the learner concerned to reach a conclusion as to the extent of the plagiarism and whether it was of a deliberate nature. Parents/carers should be involved if appropriate
2. Where another person’s work is involved, that person may also be consulted

3. A decision will be agreed on any disciplinary action to be taken or penalties to be incurred by the learner. Penalties may include having marks reduced for the particular piece of work in which plagiarism is apparent or complete failure of elements of the course in a very serious case. Exclusion from the course should be a measure of last resort
4. A written report will be given to the head teacher/principal for consultation and agreement on any future action to be taken

5. A written warning will be issued to the learner where necessary and they will be informed of any penalties that are to be incurred with immediate effect or in the future in the event of a recurrence of plagiarism
6. The future work of the learner will be monitored for a repeat offence
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
