Guidance for Education Business Links and Work Experience (WEX) in Herefordshire
Herefordshire Education Business Partnership (HEBP) is the main delivery agent for education business links in the county. It is a partnership of the local authority, schools, colleges, work based learning providers, employers and a wide range of business and community organisations. 
The aim of the Partnership is to raise the achievement of young people and better prepare them for adult and working life. This is achieved by the development of a wide range of business link activity, including work experience, which enriches and extends the learning experiences of young people both in and out of school. Work related learning in the curriculum for 14-19 year olds is supported through a variety of projects. Key Stage 4 is a particular focus.
Key priorities for this year are to

· Develop further employer engagement for the full 14 – 19 entitlement including Diplomas and Young Apprenticeships

· Continue to train provider staff to work with employers directly and to engage in the WRL, enterprise and applied learning curriculum 
· Roll out WRL opportunities and activities and share best practice

· Expand current H & S checks by WEX coordinators to increase WRL opportunities

· Review WEX across the county to establish best practice.

· Review WRL qualifications and establish whether they are a useful vehicle for the county’s learners
