Hereford area – pedestrian, access and cycle local group

Meeting notes 29 August 2006

Actions in BOLD

1. High Town plans were circulated by Alan Ronald (Economic Development), discussion over plans for cycle parking provision, consensus was that there is a lot of demand for cycle parking in the middle of High Town, they need to be prominent (for security and also to promote cycle use) and 1m apart for best use. Alan has met with RNC about circulation of visually impaired around the High Town area. Once High Town is completed then a decision will be made about a possible further area of works: could be Bewell Street, Widemarsh Street etc. 

2. The National Clarion request to use Hereford for a one day cycle event was discussed, CH staff would coordinate this.

3. Bewell Street – the access to the new shops will be made more level, CH is coordinating this.

4. Pedestrian and Access improvements list for Hereford is being worked on by CH, any suggestions for how the schemes are prioritised would be welcome. CH to update and circulate.
5. Subway under Grey Friars Bridge: It belongs to the Highways Agency, the possibility of a ramp has been looked in to: the current steps are 15.8% angle, a ramp would be 12.3% which is greater than the allowed maximum of 10%, so its not viable. CH is meeting with the Highways Agency in two weeks to see if anything is achievable.

6. Top end of Holmer Road (below Starting Gate Roundabout), almost impossible to cross the road, Roundabout is also fast (could traffic be slowed) and therefore difficult to cross, but the A49 is Highways Agency, CH will mention this at next HA liaison meeting. Also the A49 due north from the roundabout has a section that is 40mph but is a built up area so should be 30mph, DP said that the Parochial Church Council had been told by the Highways Agency that a reduction in speed limit was possible. There are also drainage and crossing problems at the Church Lane junction in the same area.

7. Top of Grandstand Road (opposite Leo’s): there is a bus stop with no dropped kerb, CH to check.

8. Sainsbury’s and cyclists: CH to approach Sainsbury’s over height of vegetation as cars come into car park to enable car drivers to see cyclists approaching on GWW shared use path. Also shared use route that approaches GWW from west on Sainsbury’s land – needs splaying to allow cyclist to safely turn onto GWW.

9. Canal Road – CH to check if badly rusted lamp standard on end of building is Council’s, if so it will go on the maintenance list.

10. AB passed on Cllr Wilcox question = did the group feel that there should be a separate disabled users group. Answer was No.
