Ledbury area – pedestrian, access and cycle local group

Meeting notes 27 February 2007

Actions in BOLD

1. Worcester Road footway – Resurfaced, kerbing being retained. White lining, stop lines and advanced stop lines due soon. TD and SGS to liaise over advanced stop lines. One traffic light head to be removed to assist with sign clutter.

2. New Street pedestrian crossing – is in work plan for 2006/7 but has slipped, the exact location is still being debated. Pedestrian counts undertaken last week. TD to bring data for both Bye Street and New Street to the next meeting. Bye Street is included for 2007/8.

3. Bye Street crossing – is programmed for next financial year, this group asked if both crossings could be zebras depending on traffic volumes. 
4. L2 Leadon Way to Barnett Avenue – TD is working with Development Control over potential developer funding. Circa £20,000 needed to undertake the works.

5. No waiting orders –  ALJ and TD have met on site to look at reported errors. SGS and TD to meet on site to look at errors , TD and TRO section, SGS and Town Council to meet on site to view issues. RH asked if the two disabled car parking spaces at Homend were enforceable. TD to report back.

6. New Street cycle contra flow –It is in the cycle project ranking list, but wont happen for a year or so at least. 

7. Church Street, Church Lane damage by vehicles – the bakery use the area for unloading  - Highways Inspectors have been asked to keep an eye on the situation and repair any damage. TD has approached the bakery. KF (as Town Council rep) to report back to TD on the number of complaints from the public. TD to find out how many repairs have been undertaken in the past.

8. New Street cellar covers and ironwork – A legal notice has been served, work should be imminent. 

9. Robinsons Meadow – cycle path ramp washed away, Parks and Countryside to repair. RH to report back when completed.

10. Masefield Close uneven paving – works have been marked up by Elgar Housing, so should be imminent.

11. Footway repairs Ledbury general -  All to report to TD which footpaths  (with specific description of the site eg: street name and house number/name) are in bad repair or have poor/non existent dropped crossing, so TD can add them to the maintenance programme. Catholic Church has very high dropped kerbs for vehicles – but pedestrians use it too. New Mills Estate – Wye View into New Mills Way, on the east side there is no dropped kerb off the pavement.

12. Hospital pavement – white lines disguise level difference. Buggy got stuck. This is responsibility of the Hospital who own the land and Market Street. TD to visit.

13. Xcell Gym – ongoing pavement obstruction from parked cars. The Town Council has regular dialogue with the gym over this issue. 
14. Little Marcle Road – flooding across road, drains have been cleared. From 1st April there will be a parish based regime for maintenance work: sweeping/kerb repairs/gulley clearing, Town Council will be kept updated about when works are planned. 

15. Tesco cycle parking – it is inaccessible/liable to obstruction as it has been moved, the planning condition does specify provision of cycle parking, but not how much. TD to call in planning enforcement.

16. Homebase cycle parking – plant displays in summer obstruct the cycle parking. TD to call in planning enforcement.

17. Private road by Queens Walk – Herefordshire Council will undertake some basic repairs. TD to check with property section concerning longer term plans for the Youth Centre. 
18. Wood Leigh road bridge – pot holes need filling. TD to action.

19. Church Street ‘S’ bend – review where and when traffic is using road. TD has booked a vehicle count.

20. John Masefield High School – CCTV will cover the cycle parking, the old cycle parking was being used inappropriately. Pound Meadow access is due to be reopened. Town Council discussed the issues raised at the last sub group meeting with Cllr John Rule. Now that the school has a Travel Plan an action plan will be worked up.

21. Bus stops in central Ledbury – RH requested more info on why there were no raised kerbs for these two bus stops. AB to report back {AB spoke to Jim Davies – Public Transport Manager after the meeting; there is not one in the High Street as the camber/slope of the road would need a lot of engineering works to get the kerb high enough, and for the stop outside the Market House it was considered inappropriate right next to the historic building, however if the group wishes the sites to be reviewed for raised kerbs - please say.}
