Ledbury area – pedestrian, access and cycle local group

Meeting notes 20 November 2007

Actions in BOLD

1. The sub group would like to see the restructure chart when it is available – ME/RR
2. The sub group wishes to see the street scene team and a representative from Andrew Culley’s team at each meeting to enable direct dialogue and reporting – AB/ME
3. Worcester Road footway –Advanced stop lines due early in 2008 financial year (TRO’s are not needed).

4. New Street pedestrian crossing – the position is being reviewed, the police have raised issues with the site. Group unsure of need for crossing, and want it only to be a zebra. Pedestrian counts circulated in October to sub group. 
5. Bye Street crossing – is programmed but delayed by Welsh Water works.

The group is keen to have Andrew Lee Jones to speak to them re what planning work has been done for BOTH of these crossings, and to see drawings, if build is due in the spring than an extra meeting prior to the next scheduled meeting would be necessary – Andrew Lee Jones to coordinate.

6. L2 Leadon Way to Barnett Avenue – RL is working with Development Control over potential developer funding, none currently. There is no dropped kerb into the industrial estate at the west end, this will be added to the Development Control list – RL. 
Request for dog bin on path L2 – JB to action.

ME to investigate Aggregates Levy with Dave Tristram. 

ME to check with Dave Davies re Amcore Flexibles planning permission.

7. No waiting orders – Whole TRO scheduled undergoing review. RR to report back on timescale.

8. Cycle parking – locations meeting took place after the meeting and 11 potential sites identified. Rl to evaluate and implement

9. New Street cycle contra flow – It is in the cycle project ranking list, but wont happen for a year or so at least, it will need to be mandatory to enforce illegal car parking. 

10. Church Street, Church Lane damage by vehicles – on going issue with vehicles currently using pavement. RL to speak to traffic management department.
11. Masefield Close uneven paving – works have been marked up by Elgar Housing, but not done. RH to check that this continues to be an issue with residents.

12. Footway repairs Ledbury general - All to report to RR which footpaths (with specific description of the site eg: street name and house number/name) are in bad repair or have poor/non existent dropped crossing, so RR can add them to the maintenance programme. RL to update group on top 10 on the maintenance list. RL to add to list: Robinson’s Meadow: surface is deteriorating., especially Tesaco end of road and Orchard Lane end.
13. Xcell Gym – ongoing pavement obstruction from parked cars. The Town Council has regular dialogue with the gym over this issue. 
14. Little Marcle Road – whole road in poor condition for cyclists, RL to report back where it is in the maintenance programme. Cycle hazard signs need replacing where the poles are – where the Town Trail joins the road.
15. Tesco cycle parking – it is inaccessible/liable to obstruction as it has been moved, the planning condition does specify provision of cycle parking, but not how much, the cycle parking sign has now been removed. RL to report back on Bruce Evans investigating the archive to check if it is a planning condition.

16. Homebase cycle parking – plant displays in summer obstruct the cycle parking. RL to report back on calling in planning enforcement.

17. Private road by Queens Walk – Herefordshire Council have taken ownership, Youth Centre not now to happen. RL to put pothole filling on maintenance list.
18. Woodleigh road bridge – pot holes have been filled but poorly. The whole junction from the bridge to New Street needs improvement, mobility scooters in conflict with cars, cars parked everywhere, and a pinch point for SRTS. Would need TRO for double yellow lines.

19. Church Street ‘S’ bend – review where and when traffic is using road. TD had booked a vehicle count, might be able to close to all motor traffic for safety. Traffic Count booked for 22/11/07, RR to report back results.
20. John Masefield High School – Linda Sinker sent travel plan review to AS, AS to keep travel plan active at the school as governor, LS to have meeting with school.

21. Lower Road Industrial Estate – the weight restriction is on Lower Road itself – enforcement required, and possible signs erected at the Town end of Bridge Street RL to investigate
22. Welsh Water footpath diversions/temporary ramps and signage were reported as being generally cooperative regarding accessibilty.

23. Homend pedestrian crossing – by Woolies, the bleep has now been fixed.
24. Feedback on road sweeping – especially on New Street and Little Marcle Road, the grit is moved 1m into the road and creates a danger for cyclists.
25. Orchard Lane bus stop by Tescos – a suggestion to move this stop to Homend, was welcomed by sub-group. However, after the meeting, the main operator using this stop was not in favour of relocating as turning on the Hereford road roundabout would add significantly to the journey timings over the day.
26. Long Acres - drain gullies are sunken badly RL to investigate
27. Colwall, Old Church Road – since the bridge is closed, this is the alternative route and is badly cratered and covered in mud which often hides the craters and is a significant hazard to cyclists. The worst area is by the church. RL to investigate
