Service Delivery Review

1 Service Delivery Review currently underway The negotiations are currently aiming for transfer April 2009. – No details of structure below head of service level available yet. The sub group would like to see the restructure chart when it is available – ME/RR

TROs, Crossings & Signage

2 New Street pedestrian crossing – Now installed although beacons not always flashing. Could this be a possible LED Beacon? ALJ
3 Bye Street crossing – is programmed this financial year. Survey suggests the crossing could go outside the Toy Shop with a survey to confirm suitable location. ALJ
4 No waiting orders – for New Street, Woodleigh Road, Lawnside Road, Queens Court awaiting cabinet member approval. Notices to go out in January 09. (see attached plan) 
5 Woodleigh Road bridge – Double Yellow Lines are to be installed form the pelican crossing to Woodleigh Road (see 4 and attached plan). Consideration of dropped crossings as part of the parking restrictions. Double yellow lines on both sides of New Street and Woodleigh Road. If no objections could see them installed by April otherwise it wouldn’t be until June / July. ALJ

6 Lower Road Industrial Estate discussed signage with lorry access issues. Sign required on the Homebase roundabout. ALJ discussed weight restriction on Lower Road. SGS queried why an exclamation sign in a triangle was used when there was a legitimate sign. ALJ to respond. Signage to the coach park is to be programmed ALJ
7 Bosbury Road discontinuous footpath could decrease speed limit – eg derestricted by CPL. ALJ has no plans at present, but see also item 26.
8 Road Marking review. Could this be done once Welsh Water have finished their work in February? Eg: Top Cross, Lloyd’s Bank Almshouse and St Katherine’s Hall. CH

Street Repairs / Maintenance

10 Church Street, Church Lane damage by vehicles – on-going issue with vehicles currently using pavement. To bill the bakery for repairs would need evidence to recharge costs. Debbie Stringer would be the person to contact for CCTV footage. AM
11 Masefield Close uneven paving – ALJ has informed Festival housing who have responsibility for the area.
12 Footway repairs AM added to 09/10 list: a) Robinson’s Meadow: surface is deteriorating, especially Tesco end of road and Orchard Lane end. b) L6 New Street to Chestnut Close opposite Little Marcle Road Junction – encroachment and 2 dodgy drain covers. c) Homend Close junction with Homend Crescent needs a dropped kerb. AM to update group on the top 10 on the list.
13 Little Marcle Road – whole road in poor condition for cyclists, cycle hazard signs need replacing where the poles are – where the Town Trail joins the road. AM 
14 Visibility at Albert Road junction also poor. Mirror discounted as Department for Transport need to approve them and are reluctant to do so. Will revisit after Welsh water works complete. Vegetation in Albert Road needs to be pared back to improve visibility. Possible Pedestrians in Road sign towards Albert Road? ALJ
15 Private road by Queens Walk – Herefordshire Council have taken ownership, Youth Centre not now to happen. RL has put pothole filling on maintenance list. AM to advise Steve Jay.
Cycle Infrastructure

16 Advanced stop lines High Street arm of the Top Cross Junction – comments from the Ledbury & District Civic Society concerning the bright colour of the ASL. This may be affected by the Welsh Water Works so will review the situation then. Would it be possible to extend the feeder lane? ALJ
17 L2 Leadon Way to Barnett Avenue – ME some Homebase S106 funding has now been found by the External Funding Officer in Transportation Planning and this work is now programmed for FY 2009/10. Drop kerbs need installing at both ends of the path and double yellow lines need enforcing or replacing.
18 New Street cycle contra flow – It is in the cycle project ranking list, but wont happen for a year or so at least, it will need to be mandatory to be able to enforce illegal car parking, however there would be merit in installing and advisory lane initially.
19 Colwall, Old Church Road – plans for new bridge – concern about two way working with no cycle path - would prefer one way if only to support Safer Routes to Schools.
Cycle Parking

20 Cycle parking – to be incorporated into 2009/10 work. TRO not required for cycle parking in the High Street, but was required originally to rearrange space on the road. Now this has been done an option to rearrange kerbing and paving in the motorcycle parking space has been suggested. ML
21 Tesco cycle parking – letters written, but trolleys could be moved 0.5m to the left. Review progress in the Spring.
22 Homebase cycle parking – plant displays in summer obstruct the cycle parking. Not a problem at the moment, review in Summer 09
New Footways

23 Requested from the bypass roundabout to UBL, extending footway as far as Redbank to cater for workers to the new processing plant.
Schools

24 John Masefield High School – Travel Plan needs reviewing but is known to include proposals to open the rear entrance to Pound Bank Meadow and push for a 20mph zone on the Southend.
25 Colwall Downs School one way system could use the left hand side of the triangle green as they emerge onto the main (Walwyn) road.

26 Department for Transport have tasked all Local Authorities to review speed limits by 2011. ALJ

27 Dangerous T bar in Skateboard Park (attached photo) reported to Streets
28 Bosbury Road flooding ALJ
