Service Delivery Review

1 Service Delivery Review currently underway The negotiations are currently aiming for transfer May 2009. – No details of structure below head of service level available yet. The group would like to see the restructure chart when it is available – ME/RR

TROs, Crossings & Signage

2 New Street crossing – Now installed & running
3 Bye Street crossing – is programmed financial year 09/10.
4 No waiting orders –New Street, Woodleigh Road, Lawnside Road, Queens Court. Public Notices have now gone up as per plan circulated with last minutes. If no objections could see them installed by April otherwise it wouldn’t be until June / July. ALJ

5 Lower Road Industrial Estate Response to SGS query re exclamation sign in a triangle was used as it was for pedestrians walking on the road.
6 Knapp Lane options being considered  include one way working, closing Homend end with pedestrian /cycle gap, banning right turns (enforcement issues).
7 Somerfield sign - close to the kerb could it be moved back or raised to be less of an obstruction?

Street Repairs / Maintenance

8 Church Street, Church Lane damage by vehicles – bakery no longer bake on the premises – tarmac needs to be replaced by flags: Market House – Burgage Hall. AM
9 Masefield Close uneven paving – not checked lately.
10 Footway repairs AM added to 09/10 list: a) Robinson’s Meadow: surface is deteriorating, especially Tesco end of road and Orchard Lane end. b) L6 New Street to Chestnut Close opposite Little Marcle Road Junction – encroachment and 2 dodgy drain covers. c) Homend Close junction with Homend Crescent needs a dropped kerb. AM list awaiting sign off by Cabinet Member.
11 Little Marcle Road –cycle hazard signs need replacing where the poles are – where the Town Trail joins the road. AM 
12 Visibility at Albert Road junction also poor. Signs have been ordered Little Marcle road from Lower Road end into Albert Road. Vegetation in Albert Road needs to be pared back to improve visibility. Possible Pedestrians in Road sign towards Albert Road? ALJ
13 Private road by Queens Walk – Herefordshire Council have taken ownership, to include youth centred development. 
14 Maintenance were congratulated on performance during the cold snap.
Cycle Infrastructure

15 Advanced stop lines High Street arm of the Top Cross Junction – red colour hasnow mellowed. Need to follow up with enforcement of parking on the feeder lane ALJ
16 L2 Leadon Way to Barnett Avenue – ME some Homebase S106 funding has now been found by the External Funding Officer in Transportation Planning and this work is now programmed for FY 2009/10. Drop kerbs need installing at both ends of the path and double yellow lines need enforcing or replacing.
17 New Street cycle contra flow – It is in the cycle project ranking list, but wont happen for a year or so at least. DfT are looking at possible revision to regulations to allow the “except cycles” sign to be used with the no entry sign.
18 Colwall, Old Church Road – plans for new bridge – residents, PC & Cadbury Schweppes want two way working. PC have been lobbying for a speed limit. Closed until June.
Cycle Parking

19 Cycle parking – to be incorporated into 2009/10 work programme. TRO not required for cycle parking in the High Street, but was required originally to rearrange space on the road. Now this has been done an option to rearrange kerbing and paving in the motorcycle parking space has been suggested. ML Alternatively Plantlock option may be appropriate – see http://www.frontyardcompany.co.uk/products/plantlock.html 
20 Tesco cycle parking – Review progress in the Spring.
21 Homebase cycle parking – Review progress in the Spring.
New Footways

22 Requested from the bypass roundabout to UBL, extending footway as far as Redbank to cater for workers to the new processing plant.
23 Bosbury Road (Wellington Heath – Beggars Ash – Ledbury) requested. ML
Schools

24 John Masefield High School – Paths being built for trial half hour opening am and pm.  Would like to see 20mph zone on the Southend. Mandatory when lights flash zone installed in Sutton St Nicholas shows some compliance. Madley and Ross will be next and Southend is now on the list.
25 Colwall Downs School TRO for one way system around the green must bein before May occupancy of the new area. Walwyn Road to remain two way.
