Service Delivery Review

1 Service Delivery Review currently underway. Negotiations are ongoing with no indication as to the date of transfer.  ALJ
TROs, Crossings & Signage

2 Bye Street crossing – is programmed financial year 09/10. ALJ to seek update from ML. See also item 14 below.
3 No waiting orders – New Street, Woodleigh Road, received objections so not finalised yet. Lawnside Road, Queens Court orders will be introduced 17th July. ALJ

4 Town centre car parking working party looking to rationalise parking in the community. Including spaces by the war memorial; also near the Community Hall – grass area used during the Poetry festival. This area is owned by the Community Hall. See also 27 below (Coach park)
5 Knapp Lane consultation has taken place next, meeting with local members & Cllr Wilcox to discuss which scheme and fallback scheme to take forward to proposals. Main options include closing Homend end with pedestrian/cycle gap; one-way working. Press reports of decision being made are premature.
6 Somerfield signs – little can be done about the permanent sign close to the kerb, but ALJ to contact re: A frame signs that have appeared. Hedge cutting has improved visibility.

Street Repairs / Maintenance

7 Church Street, Church Lane damage by vehicles – damage report passed to WW. 
8 Masefield Close uneven paving – not checked lately.
9 Footway repairs AM added to 09/10 list: a) Robinson’s Meadow: surface is deteriorating, especially Tesco end of road and Orchard Lane end. b) L6 New Street to Chestnut Close opposite Little Marcle Road Junction – encroachment and 2 dodgy drain covers. c) Homend Close junction with Homend Crescent needs a dropped kerb. Items are now programmed.
10 Little Marcle Road – cycle hazard signs need replacing where the poles are – where the Town Trail joins the road. AM 
11 Private road by Queens Walk – Herefordshire Council have taken ownership, to include youth centred development. 
12 Although Lansdowne Road dropped kerbs by the swimming pool had been repaired HGVs have cracked them again.
13 BJ reported poor surface outside St Katherine’s / Lloyds Bank. ALJ to check with WW to see what’s programmed
14 Bye Street between the hospital and the fire station – possibly may get picked up with the new crossing works (see item 2 above)
Cycle Infrastructure

15 L2 Leadon Way to Barnett Avenue – some Homebase S106 funding has now been found by the External Funding Officer in Transportation Planning and this work is now programmed for FY 2009/10 ME to check with ML when in the programme. Drop kerbs need installing at both ends of the path and double yellow lines need enforcing or replacing.
16 New Street cycle contra flow – It is in the cycle project ranking list, but wont happen for a year or so at least. DfT are looking at possible revision to regulations to allow the “except cycles” sign to be used with the no entry sign.
17 Colwall, Old Church Road – new bridge now open. Light controlled they cycle to red to enable quickest response when traffic approaches from either side.
Cycle Parking

18 Cycle parking – to be incorporated into 2009/10 work programme. Plantlock option to be trialled by LACF with Town Council knowledge on Wednesday 8th July in motorcycle space outside the Spar (space originally proposed for Sheffield racks) – see http://www.frontyardcompany.co.uk/products/plantlock.html 
19 Tesco cycle parking – Review progress over the summer.
20 Homebase cycle parking – Review progress over the summer.
New Footways

21 Footway already exists from the bypass roundabout to UBL, RH & BC to contact Redbank owners to see if land could be made available for extending footway as far as Redbank to cater for workers to the new processing plant.
22 Bosbury Road (Wellington Heath – Beggars Ash – Ledbury) requested. ML
Schools

23 John Masefield High School – has paths trial (half hour opening am and pm) started? AS.  Would like to see temporary 20mph zone on the Southend. (Mandatory 20mph when lights flash). Zone installed in Sutton St Nicholas shows some compliance, Madley and Walford  will be next and Southend is now also on the list.
24 Colwall Downs School one way system around the green now in. Experimental for 6 months (end November). Then there is 12 months to review whether to make permanent, revise or remove the scheme. Additional signing needed from the Ledbury side as no entry signs not visible. ALJ

25 Department for Transport have tasked all Local Authorities to review speed limits by 2011. Speed limits on Bosbury road will be included within this review.

26 With the new Wheelie Bin recycling scheme being introduced this autumn the group would like to hear from a representative for the scheme how the scheme will operate and ensure wheelie bins are not left on the highway all day on bin day. ME to invite.
