Enforcement
For the period 1 April – 30 June 2010, 73 defects were reported to the PROW Team which relate to ploughing and cropping issues, 33 of which has been resolved.

A new Enforcement Officer, Rebecca Edmonds started work with the PROW Team at the beginning of June. She has commenced a review of outstanding case work and procedures. We estimate that there are in the order of 200-300 cases in which a more formal enforcement approach is required. In consultation with HC Legal Services, we will identify 10 – 15 cases, with a spread both in terms of geographical area and type of offence which we intend to pursue to resolution including prosecution if necessary. The strategy is to maximise the publicity from successful cases so that a message is sent out that enforcement can and will be used if cooperation is not forthcoming. The first three cases have been identified and are being progressed.

Other enforcement activity continues alongside this approach. In particular, the Ploughing and Cropping Strategy has been refreshed and staff briefed to ensure that Schedule 12A notices are served and default actions are carried through when necessary.
