Enforcement
For the period 1 July – 30 September, a total of 21 Legal Notices were served across the county. Of these, 18 were Schedule 12A Notices relating to ploughing and cropping offences. These Legal Notices give the owner/occupier 7 days to comply, and 17 were complied with by the deadline. In only one case, the landowner did not comply within the 7 day period. This resulted in a final deadline being given, at which time and date Amey Herefordshire would have carried out re-instatement works. Whilst this did not become necessary, the landowner failed to notify us that the path had been cleared, and has been invoiced for the associated enforcement costs.
There were 3 Legal Notices served under section 143 of the Highways Act to deal with obstructions. The deadline for such notices is one month, and has not yet been reached. The extent of compliance will become clear by the time of the next report.
Finally, of the first 3 cases that were identified as suitable for robust enforcement action, 2 of the cases were resolved by on site meetings with the relevant landowners. The last case is now being prepared for Legal Notices to be served.
