Enforcement
A total of 8 Legal Notices have been issued, 4 in respect of obstruction offences, 1 to repair and make good, and 3 for cropping offences. All the Legal Notices are “live”, insofar as the time given for compliance has either yet to expire, or, having expired, the landowners have requested site visits and further discussion. Many of these latest Legal Notices are being fiercely contested, and it is anticipated that some of the paths will require physical re-instatement by Amey Herefordshire.
