SEN Team receive request for Statutory Assessment





Decision: Conduct a Statutory Assessment. Parents, education provider, medical advisor, Educational Psychologist and Social Services informed.  





Decision: Not to conduct a Statutory Assessment.  Parents informed reasons for decision (copy to education provider, medical advisor, Educational Psychologist and social services). Parents have 2 month SENDIST appeal right.





Advice gathering: Authority seeks advice from parents, educational provider, medical advisor, educational psychologist, social services and any other source as appropriate to the child. 





Decision: Statement appropriate 








Decision: Statement not appropriate  








Proposed Statement issued to parents (copies sent to all who provided advice) with copies of all the reports/advice gathered during the assessment. Parents have 15 days to comment.





Note in Lieu of a Statement of SEN is issued to parents who have 15 days to respond before it is issued to contributing professionals. Parents have 2 month SENDIST appeal right.





Parents comment on Proposed Statement and request place at preferred school. If appropriate, SEN Team consult with preferred school (or local mainstream school if no stated preference). School has 15 days to respond.  





Final Statement issued to parents with a copy to all who provided advice.  Parents have 2 month SENDIST appeal right.





Information Gathering: LA informs parents that considering whether to make an assessment and requests their views within 29 days.
