The SPACE – a pop up gallery
Information Sheet & expression of interest for potential hirers:
What is the SPACE?

The SPACE will be an empty unmanned retail space in Hereford city which will be fitted out as a flexible space for showing, selling and offering creative community projects and produce.  The SPACE will have display boards, shelving, plinths and lighting. The Space is available for hire. 

Who is managing the scheme? 

Herefordshire Council has been awarded funding to address the issue of retail blight in the city and market towns. It is intended that the funding is used for the creative use of empty spaces with a view to making high streets a more vibrant and attractive place to shop and run businesses. Due to the creative aims of the scheme the Arts Service at Herefordshire Council are co-ordinating and leading on various projects which form a part of the overall Windows on Art scheme – the SPACE is one of these projects. 
Who is the SPACE for?
The SPACE is for groups, organisations and individuals to display and sell artwork projects and activities which bring an empty shop alive.  The groups could be schools, youth centres, festivals, children’s’ centres, clubs & societies or artists.  It is for any group with creative ideas who want to tell the wider public about their work and organisation through an imaginative medium and create a buzz.
We don’t know what the demand for this scheme will be at the moment and we may need to use some kind of selection process if demand is great.

Are there any organisations that are not eligible?

Projects that promote political or religious activities

Individuals

Local Authority/ statutory services

What will it cost you?

There will be a monthly subsidised hire fee which has not been set yet but the aim is to make it as reasonable and accessible to groups as possible.  The group or organisation will be responsible for insuring the artwork and contents they bring in and ensuring the group or organisation is covered for public liability insurance of up to £2 million pounds.

Public Liability Insurance for artists a-n (Artist’s Newsletter) offer a good value package through their AIR membership scheme, specially tailored to artists.  Go to www.a-n.co/air.
Commission – Should you plan to sell any work we would expect commission to help cover the costs of the scheme.

What would we expect from you? 

We would expect you to assist us with information to undertake some assessment of the risks, including a fire risk assessment for your project and consider what possible harm could come to you, the building and visitors. 
If you are running activities for children or vulnerable adults we will expect you to have the correct CRB checks in place.

How do I hire the SPACE?
