	Update from the Chair
AL and MW met Cllr Durkin yesterday.  They talked about the imbalance on the forum, and would like to address that.  AL asked the forum if they had any contacts within cycling, horse riding or landowners.  Please send suggestions to AL or JA.
On 22/10/17 Countryfile did a piece about dogs worrying livestock.  There was the suggestion that paths be temporarily diverted away from stock.  The Ramblers responded saying that everyone needed to show respect.

MD said many people coming from towns and cities were not aware of the country code, and that training was needed.

The Welsh Government has put forward a proposal to make all paths shared use.  This would work for some paths, but not all.  Also, how would people know where to stop on the border between England and Wales?  There have been 16000 responses to the consultation.

JB asked if the routes would be widened.  AL said that they had not gone into that detail.  DG added that it was only looking at walking and cycling at this point.
AL said that if paths were converted to cycleways, they would have to come off the Definitive Map

	Introduction of Locality Liaison Co-ordinator – Carys Bate
	

	
	Carys introduced herself, saying that she took up the role in August.  She works with the P3 scheme.  She also liaises with Locality Stewards and PFOs.  This contact with PFOs is very useful when Locality Stewards are unable to get to rights of way problems.

PN asked if she worked in any other areas.  Linzy Outtrim said that CB also deals with the Community Commissioning Model, where parishes can purchase extra services.  The role compliments that of the Locality Steward and also there is also liaison with landowners.
	

	
	PM asked about railings causing an obstruction on the A49 at Wellington Marsh.  LO said that this may be an issue for Highways England, but to send details through to CB and they will investigate.

AL asked if there would be liaison with the Ramblers.  LO said yes, for example, they could help deal with landowners.

MD asked if the delivery of P3 materials would be halved from 6 months to 3 months.  LO said that they were working to resolve supplier issues.  MW added that BBLP are trying to work with a timber supplier who has agreed to hold stock and deliver to order.  MD asked if this would be the same with Centrewire.  MW answered that the same system would not work with Centrewire due to their high delivery charges, although there was a possibility that the timber supplier would also hold a number of Centrewire gates.

	DG said that PN used to run a community payback scheme in Kington, but this came to an end when he retired.
DG contacted the Community Payback Team, and work is now being carried out in Dinedor through this scheme.  The scheme can offer a small gang once a fortnight to carry out work on rights of way.  DG believes that volunteers from the Ramblers could be utilised to organise the community payback team, and that a pilot scheme could be run in Kington.  Liz Kelso, the Parish Clerk for Kington is going to ask the Parish Council to support this idea.  Some financial support will be required for the supervisor.
JW asked who funds the van etc.  DG replied that the probation service does.  They operate from Hereford and Leominster.

DG said that a more detailed meeting is required to discuss the idea fully.  MW said that the probation supervisor would also need to attend.

PE said that the Nature Trust may be able to offer some advice, as they ran a similar scheme in Belmont.  He also cautioned that hidden costs (clearing and disposing of vegetation) should also be considered.

LO said that BBLP would be happy to help in terms of liaison and some materials, but could not offer a financial contribution.
