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Introduction
Purpose

The purpose of the Infrastructure Delivery Plan (IDP) is to support the Local Plan by pointing
towards the infrastructure capacity which will be required during the plan period, because growth
of the scale proposed in the Plan will create a requirement for both reinforcement and in cases
completely new provision.

The IDP is not static, but will be a continually evolving document, that will respond to changes
through a process of regular monitoring and updating as infrastructure is delivered, and as
pressures change.

Context
National Planning Policy Framework (NPPF)

The NPPF was introduced by government in March 2012. The NPPF replaced Planning Policy
Statements and Guidance into a more succinct Framework to guide sustainable development.

The NPPF promotes achieving sustainable development and notes this can be achieved by
identifying and coordinating development requirements, including the provision of infrastructure.
As part of the Framework’s core planning principles delivery of infrastructure should be proactively
delivered to help support sustainable economic development.

The identification of priority areas for infrastructure provision and environmental enhancement is
promoted in the Framework as is the need to plan positively for the development and
infrastructure required. It identifies that local planning authorities should work with other
authorities and providers to assess the quality and capacity of infrastructure for the District. By
identifying issues with quality and capacity the need for infrastructure will be highlighted and
promoted through the IDP.

Localism Act

The Localism Act was introduced by Government in November 2011. The Localism Act sets out a
series of measures with the potential to achieve a substantial and lasting shift in power away from
central Government and towards local people. The Act contains provision to make the planning
system clearer, more democratic and more effective. The Act also reforms the CIL and gives
Government the power to require that some of the money raised from the levy go directly to the
neighbourhoods where development takes place. This will affect the gross amount of CIL money
available to deliver infrastructure in the IDP.

Community Infrastructure Levy (CIL)

The Community Infrastructure Levy Regulations 2010 came into force on 6th April 2010. Those
Regulations have been subsequently amended in 2011, 2012, 2013 and 2014

CIL is intended to be a fairer, quicker and more transparent method than the previous system of
agreeing planning obligations under Section 106 of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990

Herefordshire Council has undertaken viability work to inform its CIL. The emerging Charging
Schedule will set rates for developer contributions based on the size and type of new development.
The CIL will be one of the funding sources used to deliver infrastructure identified in the IDP.
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Local Plan

The Local Plan, when adopted will be the framework used to determine planning applications.
Applications will need to be in accordance with the policies of the Local Plan. The vision and
objectives of the Plan will be achieved through policy and the delivery may be subject to new or
improved infrastructure as result of planned growth, some of which is contained in this IDP.

Vision and objectives of the Core Strategy

The infrastructure planning process provides the opportunity to identify what infrastructure is
needed to implement the vision, objectives and policies of the Core Strategy. The Core Strategy sets
out twelve objectives to implement the Vision for Herefordshire.

Objective 10 aims:

“To achieve sustainable communities and protect the environment by delivering well-
designed places, spaces and buildings, which use land efficiently, reinforce local
distinctiveness and are supported by the necessary infrastructure including green
infrastructure”.

The IDP should only include infrastructure required to support growth and not remedy existing
deficiencies unless they would be made more severe by new development. Local Plan Policies seek
to achieve an improved quality of life for local communities and ensure environmental, economic
and social wellbeing. This, however, will only be achieved if the strategy can be successfully
delivered.

Infrastructure Delivery Plan

The IDP schedule at Appendix 1 contains a list of the currently known strategic infrastructure
requirements for Herefordshire to support the vision set out in the Core Strategy. Changed
requirements may become apparent as areas of development are designed in more details and/or
new ways of delivering services or facilities are brought forward.

The IDP schedule is not intended as a one-off document. The schedule is work in progress - a living
document, based on ongoing collaboration with infrastructure providers. The schedule will be
added to and amended as more information becomes available.

Over the life of the Local Plan there will be changes to the internal policies and strategies of delivery
partners, together with the introduction of new regulations and technological advances, which
when they occur will have implications for infrastructure delivery and costs.

Funding

Potential funding sources will be highlighted in the IDP. Not all infrastructure will be funded
through CIL or s106 contributions. Some infrastructure will be funded directly by private enterprise
or other public organisations. It is anticipated that levels of Public funding are likely to vary over the
life time of the Plan, therefore Herefordshire Council together with its partners will need to look for
innovative ways to fund and provide the necessary infrastructure

Many items may be funded by more than one source and these may change through the plan
period. Costs identified in the IDP will be refined as further technical work progresses.
